	1. Greetings. Good morning boys and girls!

 Brainstorming 
Watching a video “Shopping”. Teacher introduces the learners  new vocabulary with the help of video.  
Learners watch the video and guess about the theme of the lesson. After that teacher asks 1 question about the video to every group. Then groups ask each other  1 simple  question about shopping.
Ex: What can you buy at the butcher’s?       - Meat
What can you buy at the baker’s?               - Bread
Groups: Can you buy clothes at the greengrocer’s?
