	Greeting.
Hello, children! Hello, teacher!

How are you?

Warming up.
Let’s sing a song “Hello”
Hello, hello, hello,

Now, my dear, children, please, look at the picture and guess the theme of our lesson:
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Yes, you are right, theme of our lesson is  “Animals”.

Speaking. Look at the puppets and answer their questions.
Hello, I am a cat, how are you?

Hello. I am a rabbit, how are you?

Hello, I am a dog, how are you?

Hello, I am a fox, how are you?

Hello, I am an elephant, how are you?

Hello, I am a lion, how are you?

Hello, I am a wolf, how are you?

Hello, I am a tiger, how are you?

Hello, I am a horse, how are you?

Teacher shows the puppets to learners and asks questions “ What is it?”
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Descriptor:

· Identify the names of animals;

· Answer the questions correctly.
Speaking. Play a game “ A What?”
Make a circle.
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First player gives any flashcard to the next person and says, “This is a dog .” The second says, “A what?”

The first repeats, “A dog .” The second says, “Oh”, and gives it to the third person saying, “This is a dog ,third says, “A what?” The second person then turns back to the first person and asks again, “A what?” Second tells third “a dog .”

It continues in this manner.

After the flashcard reaches the last person, the first learner starts over again with a new animal flashcard to others. So they will remember the names of the animals.
Listening. 

Learners look at the picture of animals , listen, point and colour:

Cat is pink.

Dog is blue.

Horse is purple.

Fox is orange.
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After colouring every learner share with their pictures.
Descriptor:
· Identify the names of animals;
· Correctly use paints in colouring.

Listening. Watch the video “ Animal Train.”
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Repeat every word after the video.

Feedback “ Show your mood!”

Ask learners to draw an animal which was difficult/easy to remember.
