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Now try to imagine that you are a guest in a Kazakhstan yurt
(house) while traveling across the Kazakhstan steppe. A guest is always given a
special welcome and offered the place of honor. He.or She is first treated to kumys
(fermented mare's milk). This is a much respected drink among Kazakhs; and also
considered useful for health. In early times Kazakhs would measure their richness
by how much kumys they processed in'a year. They'd say: "This family has twelve
female horses, and thus became rich." Ther is given tea with milk or cream,
baursaks (fried dough balls), raisins, kurt {dried cheese balls)

Kazakns gat at a low table called "dastarkhan” and the
most poptlar dish has always been the national meat dish
"besbarmak' (boiled meat and small pieces of dough)
Besharmak’ could be translated as "five fingers” due to
the fact all you eat it with is your 5 fingers. Itis a kind of
handmade noodles which are boiled in an onion stock then
placed upon a plate. The noodles are thicker than
dumpling noodles but very wide and usually folded. After
they are placed on a plate boiled meat is put right on top of
it. What you do is you wrap the noodles around the meat
and hand make beef dumplings till you are full, it s a very
hardy dish. Then afterward each person is full they are
given to drink a meat broth called sorpa usually sewed in
traditional Kazakh bowls called "pialas". Quite tasty!ll

recently vegetables, fruits, fish, seafood, baked dishes and sweets have been
added to the list of delights Kazakhs offer to their guests
