	Warm-up
 Teacher shows pictures of famous people and asks learners: Whom do you see at these pictures? How do you think what is the theme of our lesson?
(W) Learners should guess who are on the pictures and     the lesson’s topic. 
Teacher shows a short video about famous people.  
(W)Teacher asks learners: What do you know about famous people? Name them.
Teacher checks their knowledge according the theme. 
Then teacher lets the learners know the Learning objectives of the lesson.
