	Presentation of the topic of the lesson 

T shows the pictures which represents the numbers e.g.: for number 6 the picture dogs, 7 picture of rabbits, 8 picture of cats, 9 picture of penguins, 10 picture of bears (11-20)
Playing the game 
Ss dance in a circle. When T stops the music and says one number Ss should stand together according to the number (numbers 1-10) 

Teacher demonstrates simple plus sums producing written numerical answers, e.g.: 3+3=6, 6+1=7, 4+4=8, 8+1=9, 5+5=10 

 PREPARATION 

A blindfold memory number/colour activity, played with the class divided into two teams. Before being blindfolded learners survey a board with number [1-10] shapes on it – each number is a different colour.  Blindfolded learners find a number and say number and colour e.g. black eight.

Get one learner from each team to try and win as many points for the team as they can. Then change learners and one or two of the numbers and begin again.

Feedback: Colour jumbled numbers 1-10 according to the teacher’s instructions:   Ten is white. Two is yellow.  Six is black. One is red. Three is green. Nine is pink. Four is blue. Eight is purple. Five is orange. Seven is grey.
